Every student has a unique perspective to bring to class discussion.  In the event that you need to be absent, you must have a parent or legal guardian send me an email message at jjimenez3@cps.edu on the first day of your absence.  You must also bring an absence note from a parent or legal guardian with a daytime phone number on the day you return to class.  If you fail to do either, your absence will be considered unexcused and you will receive no credit for participation, homework, quizzes, tests, or assignments given or collected on that day.  Please make sure to have a parent or legal guardian write a note.
Tardies:

If you are tardy, enter the room quietly.  Do not interrupt the class that is already in progress.  If your tardy is excused, you must place your note on my desk without interrupting the class. If you do not have a note, your tardy will be considered unexcused. Students arriving tardy to class will have points deducted from their participation grade. 
Tests & Quizzes:
Tests will be announced in advance.  Some quizzes will be announced, yet some will be unannounced in order to reinforce daily study.  Students are always encouraged to re-study old material, in addition to the new material we cover in class daily.  In accordance with departmental rules, weighed categories will be used. 
Homework:
Do not work on homework in class unless otherwise instructed.  Homework is due the school day after it is assigned, unless noted differently.  In any case, have it ready the following day for 50% of the credit.  Make sure to include your full name, assigned class number, subject/ period, and date.  
Make- up Procedure (Quizzes/test/exams only):
You must have a parent/guardian send an e-mail message and you are to bring an absence note in order to do any make up work.  It is your responsibility to find out what work was missed when you were absent.  You may ask me directly about missing work before class.  You may not ask about make up work during class time.  Complete and hand in the make ups within a reasonable period of time (within one week).  Students may make up tests and quizzes by appointment within a reasonable period of time as determined by Mr. Jiménez (within the week).  Missed appointments may result in receiving no credit for the assignment scheduled to be made up. 
Extra Help: 
It is your responsibility to seek help.  I will be more than happy to schedule a time to meet with you.  If I am unable to meet with you, please consult the school’s tutoring schedule.
Extra Credit: 
Additional points may be earned.  Details will be provided in class.
Cell phones may be used AS DIRECTED BY ME.

Cell phones may be used to look up words, culture or songs AS DIRECTED BY ME.  If YOU would like to look up something pertinent to class on your own, ask me for permission.  If you are caught texting, checking messages, listening to music or using electronic devices of any kind in class, you will lose your participation points.  If such an infraction occurs during a quiz or test, you will receive a “0” on the quiz/test.  Parents will be contacted for any of these infractions.
Speaking Spanish:

I ALWAYS explain your grammar in English and give you time to absorb it before going to all Spanish. You are encouraged to ask questions, and they will inevitably be in English. However, please try to speak Spanish whenever you can; in this manner you will become more comfortable doing so.
